Literacy educators. This
certificate prepares teachers to
use a multisensory approach
to teaching reading.

This program provides
pathways to Orton-Gillingham
certification and Spalding
certification.

ORTON-GILLINGHAM CLASSROOM
EDUCATOR CERTIFICATION

Participants in this pathway will take one
methodology course and be observed 5
times throughout the fall before
applying for certification. Certification is
awarded by the Academy of
Orton-Gillingham Practitioners.

PARTICIPANT RECEIVES:
+ 3 graduate credits
« 5 observations
« The ability to apply for
Orton-Gillingham Certification.

COSTS: $1,815
- $990 for Methods 1 course*
. $825 for 5 observations

*Course can be taken for professional
development at a rate of $550.

ADVANCED CERTIFICATE
OF GRADUATE STUDY:
MULTISENSORY INSTRUCTION

Participants in this pathway will take two
methodology courses and engage in a
yearlong practicum of 30 mentoring sessions
in their own classrooms to practice and
refine their skills in using a multisensory,
phonics-based approach to teaching reading,
writing, spelling and comprehension.

PARTICIPANT RECEIVES:
« in-classroom, yearlong practicum
featuring one-on-one mentoring.
+ a unique 13-credit graduate
certificate program.*
- the ability to apply for
Orton-Gillingham or Spalding
Certification.”

COSTS: $6,160
+ $990 per course
(2 courses, totaling 6 graduate credits)
« $3300 for 1 year mentoring
(earning 7 graduate credits)

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Participants in this pathway will take
both methodology courses and engage
in the yearlong practicum of 30
mentoring sessions in their own
classrooms to practice and refine their
skills in using a multisensory,
phonics-based approach to teaching
reading, writing, spelling and
comprehension. This option can be paid
for by the school district and is eligible
for Coser-aid.

COSTS: $4,400
« $550 per course (2 courses)
+ $3300 for 1 year mentoring
